Course Description:
Strong reading, writing and communication skills are essential to a student’s success both in school and beyond.  The importance placed on possessing these skills is reflected in the increasing demands of the SAT and other forms of high-stakes testing.  Now more than ever, schools need to develop curriculum and strategies that continually reinforce these skills for students of all ability levels.  

This course will help teachers develop highly effective and engaging lessons for classrooms that contain very diverse learning populations.  Participants will experience lessons that help students learn, recall and actively use new vocabulary.  Strategies will be introduced to help students activate their background knowledge, increase their comprehension and comprehension monitoring skills, and enhance their abilities to infer, predict, and remember what they have read.  Last but not least, teachers will also learn effective strategies for engaging students in the writing process and elaborating on their own written ideas.
