What does Differentiation have to do with student engagement and achievement?  EVERYTHING!  Research data tells us that Student Engagement leads to higher achievement and better behavior.  At the same time, there is a growing body of evidence that indicates that differentiated instruction is the pathway to engaging children with diverse backgrounds, learning styles, and needs, and sparking them to greater achievement.  So how can a teacher differentiate using whole group instruction?  This course is designed to explore the best of differentiated instructional practices in whole group contexts at the elementary level.  Participants will learn how to create opportunities for differentiation in their classrooms, and how to apply these strategies in new/or existing lessons, unit plans throughout the school year.
